Students admitted to M.A. program complete a_core curriculum (19 credits) and, in consultation with a faculty
advisor, select a concentration area (15 concentration credits and 5 five elective credits) in one of four areas:_Sacred
Scripture, Philosophy/Theology, Ecclesial Service, or Catholic Culture. In addition to coursework, students will also
complete the following:

e A prerequisite course, Introduction to Christianity or The Basics of Catholicism: Faith, Life & Prayer, unless waived by the
academic dean
Graduate Academic Skills (a 1-credit course that extends over the whole program and is included in core requirements)
A written comprehensive exam on each of the core courses
A written comprehensive exam on each of the concentration courses

Completion of a research paper of approximately thirty pages on a topic related to the area of concentration, to be
submitted after all course work is completed. Students enroll in Thesis Direction (210-0000) and consult with an advisor to
select a topic and complete within six months.

The details of the current program of studies for the Master of Arts in Theology (MA) are on the CDU web site.
After enrolling in the first course, all students are to review the online Student Handbook including the Code of
Conduct and the Online Discussion Rules under which the University operates. CDU allows up to five (5) years to
complete the MA program with 1 year paid extension of $500.
